I.  Call to Order
e  Chief Justice Stiglich called the meeting to order at 2:01 p.m.
e Ms. Harper called roll; a quorum was present.

II.  Review and Approval of Previous Meeting Summary
e  The meeting summary from August 18, 2023, was unanimously approved.

1.~ Reports of Standing Committees
e Court Improvement Program
o Ms. Martinez provided the following updates:

»  The committee established an ad hoc subcommittee of dependency judges and
masters/magistrates who will review the guardianship and out-of-home placement practices
before the formal dependency process.

= Extensions were granted for the 2022-2023 Timely Permanency and Termination of Parental
Rights subgrants, and two new awards were distributed for the 2023-2024 funding session.

*  The Committee is preparing for round four of the Child and Family Services Review.

= The Committee’s 2024 grant from the Children’s Bureau was approved.

o Legislative Committee
o Mr. McCormick provided the following updates:

= The committee discussed accelerating the District Court judge’s COLAs, but some of the

members did not recommend accelerating the process.



The Limited Jurisdiction Judges Association will be working on developing a bill to fix

procedural issues with AB116.

Mr. McCormick suggested resubmitting the Guardianship bill from the 2023 Session (SB15)

without fee changes.

A legislator has been pushing to change child support driver’s license suspensions but there

may be a federal barrier. The members also discussed changing DMV fees as they create

additional barriers for people trying to reinstate their licenses. The members discussed

developing a tracking program to identify who has paid fees.

Chief Judge Higgins attended a conference by the National Council for State Legislatures

where attendees were very much in favor of removing administrative fees. He commented

that some fees could be rolled into the general fund, but the $10 court facility fee and the

$7.50 fee directly benefit limited jurisdiction courts.

¢ The committee is aware this would cause hardships for limited jurisdiction courts that
heavily rely on the funding and will continue to monitor the topic.

The members discussed binding over misdemeanors with gross misdemeanors or felonies in

the same case.

¢+ The 8" Judicial District binds them with the felonies and are adjudicated by the district
court.

¢+ Other courts don’t have a process for this.

¢+ Members discussed whether it would be beneficial to create a statutory provision.

Chief Judge Jones commented there are issues with technical and non-technical parole and

probation violations and honorable and dishonorable discharges that need clarification.

Members discussed including rural townships in the stipend of funds appropriated to the

larger counties for 48-hour bail hearings.

Ms. Lerud commented that post-sentence, no-contact orders are not being processed once

received by the state repository. Members will need to contact DPS or the DA to discuss the

process.

Mr. Grierson requested a bill be reserved for additional judges in the 8" Judicial District.

The questionnaire created by SB418 was distributed to county election officials and posted to

the Secretary of the State. Comments or suggestions for the questionnaire can be directed to

Mr. McCormick.

Specialty Court Funding Committee
o Mr. McCormick provided a summary of the Specialty Court report in the absence of Ms.

Gouveia, please see the meeting materials for more information.

Family Subcommittee

o

Ms. Davis reported that the subcommittee was formed in September 2023 to re-evaluate and
update a 2019 assessment conducted by the National Council Juvenile and Family Court Judges
which highlighted the need for staff support for the family court model specifically in the 2" and
8™ judicial districts. Results from a judicial survey circulated in October 2023 outlined a need to
review case management, balancing workloads, and virtual proceedings. Ms. Davis will compile
a report outlining four or five areas of interest which will be discussed during a strategic planning
session scheduled for February 9, 2024.

Justice Cadish requested that the subcommittee collaborate with the Court Improvement
Program if any issues involving dependency come up in the future.

IV.  Report of Regional Council Meetings
North Central Judicial Council
o Judge Soderquist commended Judge Montero's efforts as chair of the North Central Council. The

council had a great discussion on bail schedules.

Sierra Regional Judicial Council
o Judge Schlegelmilch commented that the council had a quorum at the last meeting. Please see the

materials for more information.

Alicia Lerud commented that mental competency is making progress in reducing the waiting time

for receiving forensic services at Lakes Crossing. The district court’s mental competency docket

will begin hearing misdemeanor cases within the next year to reduce the overall impact on the

system.

Incline Justice Court recently moved to a new facility.

Reno Municipal Court received several significant grants for its Specialty Courts program.

Washoe County Behavioral Health Summit will be held on January 9-10, 2024, at the Whitney

Peak Hotel. Registration is free, details will be distributed after the meeting. The summit is open

to anyone interested.

Justice Stiglich asked if there are any updates on the conversion of the Las Vegas County or City

Jail designated for competency.

»  Ms. Lerud stated the funding was reallocated to increase space in the Clark and Washoe
County jails to provide forensic services within those facilities. The State [FC meeting on
December 13, 2023, will discuss this topic in greater detail.

Committee Report as of January 12, 2024

The Court Improvement Program (CIP) continues to focus on three primary strategies: improving
timeliness to permanency for children; increasing judicial, attorney, and stakeholder knowledge and
expertise; and building systemic capacity through continual quality improvement (CQI) and data
exchange.

e The 2024 Community Improvement Council (CIC) Summit dates have been set and will be held
in Reno, Nevada. Venue information will be provided at a later date. The CIC Summit dates are as
follows:

o September 18, 2024, Judicial Roundtable for judges and masters/magistrates only
o September 19-20, 2024, CIC General Summit for all CIC stakeholders
e CIP established the Dependency Judicial Leadership Subcommittee (DJLS), a statewide
subcommittee of dependency judges and masters/magistrates. This subcommittee would function

as an ad hoc subcommittee of the CIP Select Committee and would provide significant benefits by
allowing enhanced cohesion between CICs and dependency judges.

o The current focus of the Subcommittee is looking into guardianship and out-of-home
placement practices occurring before the formal dependency process.

e CIP and legal stakeholders are working with the Agency on proposed Qualified Residential
Treatment Program (QRTP) regulations to go into the Nevada Administrative Code.

e The Judicial, Court, and Attorney Measures of Performance (JCAMP) Leadership Team has been
meeting regularly and has selected 53 of the 75 JCAMP measures. The JCAMP Leadership Team



is working to reduce the measures and discuss sustainability for continuous quality improvement.

CIP is working closely with the Children’s Bureau (CB) and Agency partners to prepare for
Round 4 of the Child and Family Services Review (CFSR).

CIP continues to provide support and resources to the CICs.

CIP started a new federal fiscal year in October which includes new research initiatives and
enhancement of ongoing projects driven by the CB, best practices, state, and jurisdictional needs.

e Justice Cadish called the meeting to order at 2:02 p.m. in the absence of Chair Stiglich.

e  Ms. Harper called roll; a quorum was not present, but the members agreed to continue the
meeting as information only.

e The meeting summary from June 12, 2023, was not approved.

1L 2023 Legislation Implementation Issues and Corrections

e Chief Judge Jones identified the issue with regard to the COLA implementation for judges. She

discussed judges should be treated like all other state employees.

¢+ Judge Drakulich commented that she felt it would be beneficial to meet with the Legislative
Counsel Bureau before the next session.

¢+ Justice Cadish suggested that bringing this topic back to the Legislature for additional
changes may not be practical.

¢ Mr. Hillerby agreed with Justice Cadish, that future discussions with Legislators will likely
create issues as they were unhappy during initial negotiations.

¢+ Ms. Barnes added that the risk of returning to this topic in the next session could be much
graver than the reward. The Legislative Branch may move backward on what was
accomplished during the 2023 Session.

¢ Judge Miller suggested a meeting with Chairman Yeager to get his opinion on this subject.

II1. Possible 2025 BDRs

e ABI116 Fixes

¢+ Mr. McCormick asked the members if they felt there was a need to form a workgroup to

attempt to correct the procedural issues with AB116.

= Mr. Clark commented that a BDR for corrections is not a bad idea and that legislators
will come after the driver’s license suspension issue again. Things could change
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https://www.leg.state.nv.us/App/NELIS/REL/81st2021/Bill/7436/Overview

drastically depending on the outcome of the 2024 elections. He will be working with
NJLJ to develop the necessary language.

= Judge Bishop felt judges need to submit a correction to ensure additional issues are not
created.

= Judge Miller suggested making changes to correct the juvenile jurisdiction question.

e  Guardianship

¢

Mr. McCormick commented that during the last session, the Committee submitted SB15
which included several changes including a fee change which is where the bill got hung up.
He would like to submit the changes again without the fee. He offered to get input from the
Guardianship Commission.

e Driver’s License Suspensions

¢

¢

Mr. McCormick commented that legislators have reached out to Chief Judge Higgins
expressing concern for this topic. The process at the DMV has become a barrier for people
trying to regain their licenses. Child support driver’s license suspensions are also an issue that
may benefit from small adjustments, however, there is Federal Law on the issue.

Judge Miller suggested creating a way to track who has paid fees to get their license back.

e Fines and Fees

¢

¢

Mr. McCormick explained that Chief Judge Higgins asked to add this to the list. He attended
a conference put on by the National Council of State Legislatures where fines and fees were
discussed. This would be a broad discussion to see if the Commission members feel the need
to address fines and fees.

Judge Bishop commented that the lower courts are still reliant on the fees.

e Small Claims and General Civil Monetary Limits

¢

Mr. McCormick commented that currently the civil limit is $15,000 at the justice court level,
and anything over that is sent to district courts. Small claims are $10,000. He asked the
members if there was a need to change these limits. The topic will be tabled for discussion at
future meetings.

e Misdemeanors charged in the same case are required to be sent to district courts with bound over
gross misdemeanors or felonies.

¢

Judge Miller commented that NRS 173.115 requires that if there is a felony or gross
misdemeanor, all misdemeanors must be included in the same complaint.

Justice Cadish pointed out that they may not be resolved together.

Mr. Conway added that in Washoe County, they stay in justice courts which causes problems
in trying to close out cases. There is a concern that district court judges may not have
jurisdiction over the cases from lower-level courts.

Judge Miller added that Clark County binds them up to district court, and the district court
resolves the charges along with the felonies and gross misdemeanors.

e Administrative Assessment Reform Bill

¢

Mr. McCormick explained this is the only source of discretionary revenue for limited
jurisdiction courts.

IV. Other Potential Bills
e  Chief Judge Jones discussed multiple concerns.

¢

The statute for technical and non-technical parole and probation violations could use

clarification as to what constitutes a non-technical violation.

Honorable and dishonorable discharges need to be clarified. If money is owed, should an

honorable discharge be granted? This also applies to record sealing. She disagrees with the

calculation of good-time credits.

The 48-hour bail hearing rule has been more difficult for the rural courts, and they should be

canvased to see what can be done to alleviate the difficulties.

= Mr. Clark commented that a one-time general fund allocation was granted to pay for
additional judges or overtime necessary to implement the 48-hour rule. He would like to

see this one-time allocation become long-term funding. Townships within larger counties
can also benefit from the additional funding.
» Judge Bishop added that he is in favor of 48-hour hearings with the additional funding.

e Ms. Lerud commented that post-sentence, no-contact orders do not go anywhere concerning the
state repository. If there is a post-sentence, no-contact order entered in a domestic battery case,
the order is good, but law enforcement has no way to access it. They do not immediately arrest,
leaving victims at risk.
¢+ Mr. McCormick offered to reach out to the District Attorney’s Association for input.
¢+ Judge Bishop added that immediate arrest may not be permissible, and that specific statutory

coverage should be considered.

e  Mr. Grierson requested a bill be reserved for the 8™ Judicial District for additional judges.

Mr. McCormick added that the SB418 questionnaire for anyone newly running for judicial office
has been built and is available through the Secretary of State website, and has been disseminated
to all county election officials. He said that we are still working on the lay justice of the peace test
required by SB354.

V. Future Meetings
e The next meeting will be held in January after the Limited Jurisdiction Judges Winter Seminar.

Attendees briefly discussed the National Judicial College’s “Reading and
Robes” program.

Other Items and Discussion

Judge Loveless asked for input regarding how other courts are handling civil
infractions when the defendant appears in court and no documentation,
beyond the citation, is provided by law enforcement.
» A suggestion was made to forward the hearing notice to the law
enforcement officer, if they fail to attend, the citation is dismissed.
> Attendees discussed treating the citation as an affidavit that’s read into
the record. The defendant is given the opportunity to present their
side; most defendants admit but provide justification.
» Law enforcement cannot take on the prosecutor’s role; there’s an
agent” exception to this in small-claims cases but not for civil
infractions.
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» A suggestion was made that the limited jurisdiction judges’
association consider putting together a “task force” to review these
issues and develop potential workarounds.

- Attendees discussed CDL masking and the “list” of items the DMV has said
justice courts “cannot touch”. A comment was made that masking requires a
preponderance of the evidence at the evidentiary hearing.

- Attendees discussed DUI school and lack of resources that keeps many rural
courts from participating.

» Proposed regulations require training be conducted by licensed
counselors, increases the hour requirement to 12, and calls for a
evidence-based curriculum.

> Attendees discussed the benefits of these changes but expressed
concern regarding the inability of people to complete the training if
access to licensed providers is limited in rural jurisdictions.

- Judge Fortune commented that her court’s JAVS needs updating; she asked

for input regarding systems other courts are using.

» Some courts use Liberty GFJ Technologies. Judge Gandolfo
commented that he uses the OWL, saves recordings on his court’s
servers, and then has recordings transcribed if they are requested.

Judge Montero informed attendees that his term as chair of the Council is

ending in December 2023; he will not be seeking another term as chair.

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e AOC Updates

» Ms. Gradick reminded attendees that the ADKT 0581 Order Adopting Recommendations
of the Commission to Study Best Practices for Virtual Advocacy in Nevada’s Courts was
filed on December 22, 2023.

- Rules go in effect February 1, 2024.

- The Court will hold a public hearing in about six months to review the
effectiveness and any concerns regarding the Rules.

- Attendees discussed concerns regarding the feasibility of the requirements,
particularly in the rural jurisdictions.

- Attendees discussed evidentiary issues and the need to consistently educate on the
procedures and processes.

- Concern was expressed regarding a lack of proper courtroom respect and decorum
among the parties during virtual hearings.

» Ms. Gradick informed attendees the Nevada Supreme Court’s website is being revamped
and asked for input regarding for what purposes attendees use the website and via what
means they access it (mobile phone, tablet, etc.)?

- Attendees reported challenges using the search feature and commented that
navigating the website is difficult as the pages are “busy” and some contain
broken links.

» Ms. Gradick circulated the National Judicial College’s 2024 course calendar and
reminded attendees of judicial education funding policies.

e Public Defender and Conflict Counsel Services

» Attendees expressed concerns regarding the quality of defense services being provided by
DIDS-appointed attorneys. Under the new structure, fewer attorneys are available and,
usually, not properly prepared and/or trained for the cases they are handling.

- There is concern that some attorneys are overcharging.

- A comments was made that DIDS appointed an attorney with disciplinary charges
to handle a murder case.

» Concern was expressed regarding unresponsiveness from DIDS; voicing concerns
“doesn’t work™.

e AB236 Impacts

» Attendees briefly discussed the potential “devastating” impacts of this bill on specialty
courts.

» Concern was expressed regarding difficulty in getting accurate CLE counts; a suggestion
was made that COA forms be attached directly to registration emails when judges register
for classes.
